This summer, four students in our school were
sponsored to have a summer course in England for
three weeks from 21 of July to 12" of August, |
feel grateful to the Rotary Club of Wan Chai for
offering me this precious opportunity to travel and
learn in a place outside Hong Kong. As a student, |
am sure it was the best summer | have ever had.

This was the first time | had such a long trip in

terms of distance and duration. Everything was unpredictable, but at the same time we were all looking
forward to it. Before we set off, many people kept reminding us to bring coats and dress warm enough.
They said it always rains in England and the temperature is low. However, when we arrived, the sun was
shining almost every day. As we all know, a heat wave ‘attacked’ Europe this summer and the highest
temperature reached 34 degrees Celsius. It sounds not really hot if compared with Hong Kong.
Nevertheless, what surprised us was that it was not common to have air-conditioners or even a fan in the
UK. Some days, | couldn’t sleep at night as | kept sweating. | profoundly realized the seriousness of
global warming. The extreme climate changes have already affected the daily life of human beings. On the
first day of my arrival, my host told me that it had not been raining for three months. All of them were
wishing to have rain. Meanwhile, | learnt a lesson- to check the weather report cautiously and put the right
clothes in the suitcase before traveling.

During our trip, the lessons started at nine o’clock in the morning. However, my roommate and |
arrived at the school at 10 o’ clock one day. It wasn’t because we got up late or we didn’t want to go to
school.

It
seems to be normal, but that is exactly something we rarely see in the place we live in. This is a habit that
is worth learning. In the later days, | will say thank you to the bus drivers, learning from others’ inspiring
action.

We gained a lot of unforgettable memories in this trip. It’s impossible that everything was pleasant for
us. For instance, we met someone who discriminated against Asians and was unwilling to talk to us. Or
when we were asked ‘Where do you come from?’, different answers may be given at the same time, even
though both of us come from the same place. Or we had to be careful to define Hong Kong when we were
preparing the project.

Whatever the experience we had, there is no doubt that the trip has broadened our horizons. What we
have learned is not only to tackle the problems of communicating with foreigners using English in a
totally strange environment, but also changing our mindsets after the trip.
