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This summer, I saw a comedy called Mr. Popper’s Penguins. The film is about Mr Popper who receives a mail from six penguins.  But he faces different problems of owning these penguins in his home.  Can he solve all of them?
The film is set in New York in 2011. The story starts with a mail from Thomas Popper’s father. The mail is six penguins! Initially, Popper wants to donate the penguins to a local zoo, but he changes his mind when his children, Janie Popper and Billy Popper, fall in love with the penguins. Having the penguins around helps Popper to become closer to his children and he begins dating their mother, Amanda Popper, acted by Carla Gugino again. The penguins eventually lay three eggs.    Jim Carrey, the handsome leading actor in this film, acts brilliantly as Thomas Popper, with the real penguins. He makes the story more entertaining and humorous.  I think there is no weakness in this perfect movie. 
   Director Mark Waters makes the film with many memorable lines, especially the ending.  We can think of the penguins’ life after the Poppers have gone. The ending is so touching. Although the plot has some ridiculous moments, I think the film mixes perfectly with laughter and excitement. I enjoy this film very much and I would recommend this 94-minute movie to you.
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
