Here is their sharing...

It was such a pleasure to be chosen to go to the UK trip
granted by the Wan Chai Rotary Club. It was a superbly unforgettable experience that we would love to share. But
before of that, we would like to tell you more about the interview we had experienced on our way to the UK trip.

During the final examination, we had already started making preparations and attended several training
sections provided by the teachers at school. We had prepared quite a few questions that could be asked during
the past interview and had some rehearsals again and again to be ready for it. Also, we had done a lot of research
for the topic we would be talking about in order to get fully equipped. As a result, during the official interview, we
were able to elaborate on what we wanted to say and thus finally got the opportunity to receive the scholarship
and go to the UK.

Throughout the interview, we learned so much from the training and we would like to share some useful tips of
going to an interview here so that our fellow students can also benefit from it.

1. Beyourself and tell the truth
Usually the candidates were asked to introduce themselves at the very beginning of the interview. Attention! It
is time for you to present yourself to the interviewers so grab this opportunity to put your best foot forward by
talking about your merits. Nevertheless, a perfect image is not necessary. The interviewers would like to see a
‘realistic person’ instead of a faker.

2. Make sure you have done enough preparation for the basic interview information
It is essential for you to be well-prepared with the basic information of the one who offered you the interview,
e.g. history and achievements of that association (background). It shows that you take the interview seriously
and the interviewers would be glad to know that. Chances are opened for the prepared while destiny is
preserved for the endeavored!

3. Keep an eye on current social issues

Social issues have been a regular topic of interviews questions. Controversial topics like ‘what is the nationality
of Tai Wan people’ or questions like ‘if you may talk to CY Leung now, what would you like to say?’ were usually
asked in the interview. Keep an eye on current issues in case of knowing nothing about the topics. If you were
asked some difficult questions, make sure that you keep calm and answer them step by step.

4. Highlight your strength

It's also important to show why the interviewer should choose you but not the other candidates, so you really
need to show your greatest strength. Remember to mention some work or experience that can prove you
have such ability.

5. Keep calm and carry on

Although you may be asked some tough questions during the interview, don't be nervous. Stay calm and try to
answer them slowly step by step, and express your ideas clearly. In addition, don't be scared of asking for
clarification, the interviewers actually appreciate it!
