Narrator 1

And the horse can't catch him. The Little Gingerbread Man runs on and on until he
comes across a fox. (horse goes away sadly) (fox comes out)

Narrator 2

By this time, the Little Gingerbread Man is sure that nobody can catch him.

Gingerbread Man

I've run away from a little old woman, a little old man, a cow, and a horse, and I can run
away from you too, I can! Run, run, as fast as you can! You can't catch me, I'm the
Gingerbread Man! (proudly) (pointing at the fox and smiles confidently)

Fox

Why can't T catch you if I can? (smiles cunningly) I will not catch you even if I can. I
will not even think of it. (smiles again kindly fowards GM)

Gingerbread Man

Oh no! There is a river! (GM points at the river, he is worried)
(Two Mans coming out and holding a piece of blue paper, it's the river.)

Fox Jump on my *ail and I will take you across. (evilly)
The Gingerbread Man jumps on the fox's tail. (Gingerbread Man changes into a piece
Narrator 1 of gingerbread biscuit. The GM holds the biscuit and pretends that the Gingerbread
Man is jumping onto the fox's tail carefully)
Narrator 2 The fox swims into the river. (slowly, the fox goes into the river)

Multilingual hotlines can be put to provide platforms for students to release
stress. And finally, jokes or meaningful quotes can be introduced in the programme too, for example,

“Every cloud has a silver lining.” These help students to be motivated and positive.
