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“What we saw this afternoon has been very, very heartening. We actually see a school that really

puts the child at the center. You are very targeted, very focused, wanting to make sure that the child
really speaks and is able to use the language very well.

I can see in fact there is a very close relationship. First of all I would sense just from this
afternoon’s interaction, the relationship between the Principal and the teachers is very close. The other
thing that comes before us is the realationship between the teachers and teachers and the students.
Without the commitment of the teachers, many of the things we have seen would not be possible.

So it’s not really teaching with the heart, but also teaching with the mind. Some of these things
may actually have been done in Singapore, but I think you have gone one step forward. For example,
your mentoring programme. ( ELMS, English Language Mentoring Scheme). What I see is actually
something that helps it look very well. There is certain structure built in, and the structure is actually
in the form of the Log Book. Actually we have all these things going on (in Singapore), but without
this particular structure, it is very hard to know whether it is done systematically. So you’ve put
something there, but you have also ensured that there is a system that is working.

I think it’s very, very heartening this afternoon. It is a whole-school effort towards making
English come alive for the students, and it is also the creativity that has come in to make sure things
are working very well. I think you have got very good outcomes as I can see. I really want to
congratulate all of you here. We are going to take home some of these ideas. So we will borrow some

of your ideas and acknowledge it and say that these actually come from Wong Siu Ching.”
